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OUTCROPPINGS

rock outcroppings along our segment of
the Cahaba occur around the bend in the
river in the northeast corner of Trussville
Springs. It is also true that the peninsula
created by the hairpin turn of the river has
gorgeous outcroppings along both seg-

ments of the river. Thanks to David and
Jason, the personnel of Trussville Springs
directly responsible for the beauty of the
grounds, the outcroppings along the Phase
| segment of the river are becoming in-
creasingly dramatic and beautiful. See ad-
jacent photograph. The project has en-
tailed the removal of privet and other nui-
sance shrubs and deadwood, so that the
outcroppings are more visible, which
translates into outcroppings that are more
beautiful. So now when you're strolling or

derstand the sentiment: it's the underpin-
ning of the development concept. The
headwaters of the Cahaba are gorgeous and
the park complements the beauty of the
river. We want people to see and enjoy the
park, which includes the most delightful
segment of the Cahaba anywhere. The
problem is, as we have observed before, that
a park cannot be unattended because the
“public”" cannot be counted on to behave
without supervision. Additionally, the pub-
lic pays nothing toward the upkeep and pa-
trol of the park while residents carry the
burden of such expenses through their asso-
ciation membership dues. Thus, we have
sought a solution to the problem that (a)
allows nonresidents to have access to the
park and (b) requires nonresident users to
contribute to the upkeep and patrol of the
park.
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The solution we have devised is a member-
ship concept that allows permittees to use
the park during daylight hours with the pay-
ment of dues comparable to residents’ asso-
Effective April 1, 2011, only
nonresidents who are members of the River-

ciation dues.

walk Park Association will be permitted to
use the park. Of course, residents of Truss-
ville Springs are entitled to full access and
use of the park at all times under the cove-
nants of the development. The nonresident
membership dues in the Riverwalk Park As-
sociation will ber $375 per year paid in ad-
vance; thus, the nonresidents will pay the
same dues as residents’ homeowners' dues.
A membership in the Riverwalk Park Asso-
ciation will be for a one-year term, which
may be renewed at the discretion of Truss-
ville Springs, LLC, provided that a member-
ship will be subject to revocation during the
term for any act which Trussville Springs,
LLC determines in its discretion to be mis-
behavior. All members will be permitted to
have guests who accompany them; however,

RIVERWALK PARK MEMBERSHIPS

As most of you know, a large number of
people have requested permission to use the
Riverwalk Park for walking, jogging or just
soaking up the atmosphere. We totally un-

no member will be entitled to “authorize” a
guest to use the park without the member.

A membership card will be issued to mem-
bers of the Riverwalk Park Association. The
park will be patrolled on weekends by a se-
curity service and on weekdays by the main-
tenance crew. The patrolling personnel will
be provided a list of members of the River-
walk Park Association and the residents of
Trussville Springs and will be authorized to
require persons using the park to identify
themselves by producing a membership card
or other picture identification. Since a fairly
large number of trespassers presently use the
park, it is likely that the patrol will have to
be far more intrusive during the first few
months of the new system than will be nec-
essary after the new rules have become
firmly established. We request your coop-
eration and your patience while we imple-
ment this new regimen. We will strive to
ensure that your enjoyment of the park is
not interrupted or infringed in any way.

treat. It represents innovations we're
working on for the future of Trussville
Springs. Since you can readily see the
front elevation from the street, the adja-
cent rendering is the side (or courtyard)
The courtyard
has brick pavers and ornamental shrubs
that should be installed by the time you
read this. The courtyard elevation is par-
ticularly pleasing because it is symmetri-
cal, with the garage in the back mimick-
ing the front porch and the gables of the
two wings mirroring one another. The
interiors of the wing gables have been
finished so that they become anterooms
to the upstairs bedrooms usable as play-
rooms, studies, or even extra bedrooms!
Thus, the Magnolia has as many as five
bedrooms alternatively, bed-
rooms and a study (or playroom) or three
bedrooms and a study and playroom, de-
pending on the functional needs of the
family. One or both of the anterooms
could be used also for storage.

ting the quality and efficiency of the house
as a whole. And speaking of efficiency, a
laundry chute from the upstairs (Jack-and-
Jill bathroom and hall) down to the laun-
dry room below allows the homeowner to
drop dirty clothes and linens into the chute
that carries the laundry into a hamper adja-
cent to the washing machine. If you can
train your kids (or your guests for that mat-
ter) to drop their dirties into the chute,
you can avoid lugging them downstairs and

through the house.
